The mission of the KVCC Center for Civic Engagement is to educate, inform, excite, and motivate students, faculty, and community partners regarding the personal, education, and social benefits of integrating Service-Learning and Civic Engagement into one’s personal, academic, and social life.

Purpose
The purpose of the KVCC Center for Civic Engagement is to provide sustainable structure within the college to support the civic mission of the college, to engage the local and wider community, to inform our community members regarding the need for civic engagement, and to support continued pursuits of justice and equity in our society.

History
The CCE was established in 2003 as a result of a partnership between KVCC and the Maine Campus Compact.  Emily Lance, a VISTA contracted to KVCC through Campus Compact, worked to establish the use of Service-Learning as a teaching methodology across a number of programs.

During this period of time, Dr. Mark Kavanaugh was hired by the College to teach Social Sciences and he quickly became involved in Service-Learning.  A proposal was brought to the Administration to establish an official office for the promotion of Service-Learning and Civic Engagement and the Center for Civic Engagement was established.

Since that time, the Center has pursued its mission to advance the cause of Service-Learning and Civic Engagement across the KVCC community.

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“A PARABLE OF HIM” – A film by Mason Peterson

Beginning in the Fall of 2018, Mason Peterson was a student in Mark Kavanaugh’s SOC 101 – Introduction to Sociology class.  Mason decided to produce and promote a film.  Mason worked with his instructors in Sociology and his Honors Program to develop his ideas.  Eventually, he focused the work on the topic of “Toxic Masculinity” and began pre-production.

Over the course of the Fall 18 and Spring 19 semesters, Mason completed filming, editing, and promoting the film.  Working with KVCC, Mason screened the movie in the Lecture Hall at the Sustainable Agriculture Building on the Alfond Campus of KVCC.

The screening was very well attended, and conversation about the nature of the film and the nature and issue of toxic masculinity was rich and engaging.

Mason has submitted the film to a number of events and will be screening “A Parable of Him” at Waterville’s Railroad Square Theater and in Portland, ME.
